Mrs .  E i senhower  s t a ted  
that she is satisfied to be a 
homemaker. “It has been one 
of the most interesting and 
rewarding parts of my life.” 
The secret of her 49 years of 
marriage, she attributes to her 
willingness to allow her husband 
to be the head of the house. 

“It is wonderful for a woman to 
have a career to fall back on, to 
be prepared if something should 
happen to her husband. In my 
day, women did not study to do 
anything outside the home,” she 
declared. 

According to Mrs. Eisenhower, 
she and the General are drawn 
to California because of the dry 
climate, and so they can be near 
the mountains. With a smile she 
added, “And the General can play 
golf.” 

Mrs. Eisenhower said that 
during her eight years as First 
Lady, she was never concerned 
wi th whe ther the women 
attending White House affairs 
were Republican or Democrat. 

Turning the conversation 
to pol i t i cs , she sa id tha t 
communities should take a 
more active interest in helping 
themselves rather than allowing 
the federal government to do 
things for the community. 

At the close of the interview, 
General Eisenhower came into 
the room for a brief chat with the 
students, and posed for some 
pictures.
