Eisenhower’s varsity tennis team 
began Ivy League Competition last 
week, winning three straight victories 
in bouts with Rubidoux, 7-0; Corona, 
7-0; and Colton, 4-3. 

In league competition Joe Baron, 
John Ramirez and Jim Alexander are 
undefeated in the singles and Kugler 
and Knepshield are undefeated in 
the doubles. 
The tennis squad will finish the first 

of three rounds of league competition 
today in a match with Norte Vista. 
Fontana’s match (occuring too late 
in the week to be included in this 
issue) and today’s game will give 
the Ike squad an indication of how 
their chances are for a league 
championship. 

The Eisenhower Varsity Baseball 
Squad brought home a 5-4 victory 
last Friday by winning the game in the 
last inning on Don Beals’ bunt. 

Pitching for Eisenhower were Fred 
Comer, Bob Thomas, and Don Beals. 
The pitching trio allowed Rubidoux 
four runs on six hits. Comer went 
for one and two-thirds innings, and 
Bob Thomas was brought in to 
relieve Comer for three and one­
third innings, then to be replaced 
by Don Beals for the remainder of 
the game. 
In the first inning both teams were 

scoreless, when Rubidoux started 
a rally in the second inning which 
resulted in three runs on two hits. In 
the third inning, it seemed that our 
team would come back with some 
runs, but the rally was killed by a 
double play. In the fourth inning, 
Rubidoux managed two hits but 
failed to score. Dennis Grondin hit 
a double and was put out trying to 
stretch it to a triple. This definitely 
hurt our squad, because the next 
batter obtained a hit. In the fifth, 
Eisenhower gained the bulk of their 
points, when they received three runs 
on five hits. In the sixth inning a rally 
was again started by Eisenhower but 
they failed to score. In the seventh 
inning, Rubidoux scored one run 
which broke the tie and put them 
ahead. For our team in the last half 
of the seventh, Bill Bernier came 
across on Bob Gires base hit, with 
two outs. Ken Radford got on base 
with a singe and was brought home 
on Beals’ bunt to win the game. 

Turning in the better hitt ing 
averages for Eisenhower were Bob 
Gire and Ken Radford. Gire was 
three for four and Radford two for 
two.
