War, like life, is never fair. 
There are always the injustices, 
the heartaches, the lives lost, and 
the lives uprooted, with now ay 
of compensating for these costs. 
The granting of amnesty, or the 
denial of it, to draft dodgers 
seems to be the only form of 
“evening things up.”

Amnesty is an explosive and 
emotional issue. It is a word 
loaded with social, moral and 
political implications. But what 
it all boils down to is justice, and 
the granting or denial of amnesty 
is the only legal way of obtaining 
justice. Justice for those who lost 
their lives in Vietnam. Justice for 
those who are still suffering the 
losses. Justice for those who held 
fast to their convictions and fled 
to Canada. 

Here are the opinions, both pro 
and con, of some Eisenhower 
students and teachers on the 
subject of amnesty. They speak 
of responsibility, of forgiveness, 
of “paying the price,” but above 
all, of justice. 

Dean Housel 
Dean Housel, teacher: While 

each individual who wants to 
return should be allowed his 
day in court, I don’t think there 
should be a general amnesty or 
partial amnesty or even a pardon 
for these deserters. 

This has been an unpopular 
war but I don’t think this 
should have any bearing. It was 
entered in good faith (however 
mistakenly) and had a good 
and proper purpose. Many men 
lost their lives, their health and/
or many of their productive 
years in this terrible battle. 
Those who were not willing to 
protect their country’s name and 
reputation, and fled to other lands 
or underground rather then serve, 
should have to pay the price — 
prison or remain exiled in other 
lands. They should not get the 
benefits of the freedoms of this 
country when they were not 
willing to protect those freedoms.

student  speaks  of her  POw-MiA  Efforts 
If actions speak louder than 

words, Dona Chambers holds the 
title of being the most outspoken 
individual on campus for her 
POW - MIA efforts. 

Like many, Dona was opposed 
to the Vietnam war, and still is, 
as she does not believe the war 
to be over. “It took 12 years 
of killing in vain. Just because 
Nixon says it’s over, doesn’t 
make it true,” she said. 

Knowing that she could do 
nothing to stop the war, she 
helped in the only way she could. 
She joined VIVA (Voices in Vital 

America), a national organization, 
of which she is now the San 
Bernardino chapter chairman.

The story behind it goes back 
to when Dona was in ninth grade. 
(She is now a senior.) One day 
while reading a magazine she 
came across a VIVA ad for 
POW bracelets. She wrote in to 
the Los Angeles headquarters, 
explaining that she had no money 
to purchase a bracelet, but that 
she would like more information 
on the organization. A few days 
later, the information came — 
and so did a bracelet, which 
volunteers paid for. VIVA is an 
organization founded on faith 

and trust. After thanking the 
headquarters, Dona was then 
sent boxes of bumper stickers 
and buttons. She sent the money 
to the family of the POW whose 
name was engraved on her 
bracelet. 

Finding his family, though, was 
a tough task. She wrote to the 
headquarters to find out where 
his family lived, but found out 
only the county and not the street 
address. So Dona got an Orange 
County phone book and looked 
up every Muzon until she found 
the right one!

After writing letters to his 
parents, Dona found out that 

he had a brother in Vietnam, 
although not a POW. Guess who 
sent the brother CARE packages?
A specific POW or MIA can 

be engraved on the bracelet at 
no extra cost although many 
people are not aware of it. If you 
know the name, the rank, and the 
date lost or captured of a person 
close to you, that name can be 
engraved on your bracelet.

“A lot of people wear them 
just because everyone else is 
wearing them, or because they 
think the bracelets will cure 
arthritis.” Dona laments. There 
is an agreement that the bracelet 
must be worn at all times, but 
sometimes it is rather impossible. 
“It’d sure look strange if an 
actress doing an Elizabethan 
scene showed up in one,” laughs 
Dona. But if you watch the 
Sonny and Cher show, you’ll 
notice the familiar silver bands 
on the couple’s wrists.

D o n a n o l o n g e r w e a r s 
her bracelet, however. The 
bracelets are made cheaply, 
and can cause metal poisoning 

if the metal flakes into the 
bloodstream, which is exactly 
what happened to Dona. A 
“minor” operation corrected 
it. Against doctors orders, she 
continued to wear it until it 
finally split down the middle 
from age. Dona was one of 
the first in S.B. county to get a 
bracelet three years ago.

Now that the war is coming to 
a halt, and the prisoners of war 
are coming home, what is to be 
done with the bracelets? Look for 
the list of returning POW’s in the 
daily newspaper: if “your man” 
is on the list, you can remove 
your bracelet, and either keep it 
or send it to the man’s family. 
Dona chooses to keep hers “out 
of respect.”

VIVA is not just a war time 
organization. “There will always 
be war, there will always be 
POW’s and MIA’s, and there 
will always be VIVA.

And, hopefully, there will 
always be those like Dona 
Chambers, who took the time 
to help.

Unborn Hurt By VD 
On a recent trip to Loma Linda 

Hospital, our class was escorted 
into a room in which a glass 
case was situated. Along with 
embryos and fetus of normal 
babies. Over this case a shade 
was drawn. Our guide explained 
that inside were full term (full 
length of pregnancy) babies. 
These were all born with birth 
defects. The babies had all died 
and had been placed here for the 
Anatomy students to study. The 
guide made it quite clear that 
those who may feel sick from 
examining these could leave the 
room beforehand. The shade was 
drawn up and there were 10-12 
infants, all shapes and sizes, 
all deformed. As I watched, I 
wondered why didn’t the mothers 
of these babies bother to take 
care of themselves? Why would 
they take such a chance, and 
gamble with a human life? In 
one case, the guide informed 
us of a mother who was a sever 
diabetic and had refused to get 
treatment for herself, therefore 
defecting her baby. The baby was 
completely mishaped.

I have learned that there is 
virtually every kind of medical

t reatment and cure for an 
expectant mother, should she fall 
ill. For example, V.D. is a disease 
which may retard and deform, 
an infant. Yet, the mother may 
be treated and cured, if she 
discovers that she has contracted 
this. German measles are a big 
problem in pregnancy, but these 
too can be treated. 

A mother who sees her doctor 
or obstetrician regularly during 
her pregnancy can be insured 
of heaving a healthy baby. 
The first three months are the 
most critical in pregnancy. An 
expectant mother should be 
especially careful not to take any 
medicines or drugs at all without 
instructions from her doctor. 

An amniocentesis test can be 
used to discover if anything at 
all is wrong with the baby inside 
her. In this test, a portion of 
liquid is taken from the amniotic 
sac and is studied. This can 
detect dangerous signs. There 
are always new ways of helping 
a mother and her baby before and 
after pregnancy. But it all starts 
with the mother herself. 

Be good to your baby, before 
it’s born. 

Many Americans Still Missing 

American prisoners of war 
who are not being returned from 
Indochina are not getting as 
much publicity as they deserve.

I n t h e r e c e n t l i s t s o f 
released POW’s, hundreds of 
men are of included and are 
not on the Missing in Action 
l i s t . T hey were off ic i a l ly 
listed as prisoners of war, but 

now they are unaccounted for.
More than 1,300 Americans 

in Vietnam are still missing in 
action, a figure far more than the 
U.S. expected.

B e s i d e s t h e A m e r i c a n 
servicemen missing in Vietnam, 
708 Americans are missing in 
Laos. Last week the Communists 
turned in a list of POW’s in 
Laos. The U.S. expected 60 or 

more; there were 7 names on the 
list. This is a strong indication 
t h a t c a p t u r e d A m e r i c a n 
servicemen are still being held 
by the Communists.

Behavior Embarrassing Law  vs 
 Right To  Die

“I am glad God saw death and 

gave death a job taking care of 
those who are tired of living.”

This quote, from author Carl 
Sandburg, could pertain to a 
subject which has been open 
to much controversy, “Mercy 
Kil l ings.” Mercy death is 
technically known as euthanasia, 
a Greek term for “easy or happy 
death.” It is the act or practice of 
painlessly permitting death for 
persons suffering from incurable 
and distressing diseases.

E u t h a n a s i a i s i l l e g a l 
everywhere in the United States, 
but a doctor may lawfully decide 
not to prolong life where there 
is extreme suffering and he may 
administer drugs to relieve pain, 
even where such action shortens 
life. 

Should a doctor be able to 
permit means of painless death 
to a person who is beyond 
recovery? Some feel that there 
should be a minimum age, for 
example 80, before mercy death 
may be employed. But many 
people of younger age could be 
considered beyond recovery, 
too. But who is to say? It is this 
writer’s opinion that a person 
should definitely have the right
