​ Spectators

and/or making personal comments and are prohibited from entering the playing
area during the game.

​ Student-Athletes
​ Student-athletes should treat everyone with respect, including opponents, and play

with class. They should avoid disrespectful behavior such as, but not limited to
profanity, taunting, and boastful celebrations. Instead, they should be gracious in
victory, and accept defeat with dignity.

​ Coaches
​ Coaches are expected to be role models who demonstrate sportsmanship at all

times. Coaches should treat everyone with respect, including opponents. They
should avoid disrespectful behavior such as, but not limited to profanity, taunting,
and boastful celebrations. Instead, they should be gracious in victory, and accept
defeat with dignity.
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
