Certification will also be a mandated reporter
e At this time only the second class is available for those who have taken the first class
-Information on the next two classes will be made available.

Crosswalk Guards
e Assigned to elementary schools
o Help elementary students cross
o Guards are instructed to cross anyone that needs crossing. However, adults and middle and high school

student can cross themselves
o Guards are advised to not follow after someone who crosses when not directed to cross. Their responsibility
° is ensuring the safety of the elementary students. | S
