Only 19,091 seats? Strange that are only 19,091.
The Coliseum’s capacity is 93,901 and Rozelle’s office has issued the 

following breakdown of ticket allotment:
—Participating teams, 12,000 each or 24,000 seats.
—Other 24 pro teams, 800 each of 19,200
—Los Angeles Rams, 30,000
—Networks, press and VIPs 1,500.
This totals to 74,700 and the simple method of subtraction leaves only 

19,91 for us, the public.

Fifteen Dead 
Football  Fatalities 

Last year 15 high school 
students, three college athletes 
and two sandlot players died 
from football injuries.

Eleven more amateur players 
and one professional died from 
heat stroke, heart failure or other 
causes triggered on the gridiron 
surface. 

Can anything be done to 
prevent these superfluous, 
pointless deaths?

Dr. Carl Blyth, chairman of the 
Physical Education Department 
at the University of North 
Carolina, and David Arnold 
of the National Federation of 
State High School Athletic 
Associations, think yes.

They believe that all players 
should undergo a thorough 
medical examination at the 
beginning of each practice, game 
or workout. That the coaches 
should conduct the correct 
physical conditioning exercises 
and gradually acclimatize their 
players to unbearable weather, 
and that all equipment should 
fit properly and be in the best 
of shape. 

Over the years, deaths from 
football mishaps have totaled 
19.1 per year. That averages 
out to 1.41 fatalities for every 
100,000 men who attempt to earn 
a spot on a high school or college 
team. 

Statistics also show that the 
defensive players suffer slightly 
more fatal injuries than the 
offensive performer.

Although Eisenhower hasn’t 
had any fatal injuries thus far 
this season, they have had a few 
injuries that have been fatal to 
the team itself. For instance the 
injuries to the talented Mike 
Gulla and Bob Clarendon. Both 
suffered ankle injuries and 
were lost for at least one game 
apiece.

Other Ike players have been 
named to the disabled list. Both 
Bryson Cook and Jerry Forch 
have had the bitter taste of an 
injury as Cook was allowed 
to play only defense against 
Redlands with a dropped tendon 
in his foot, and Forch sat out the 
entire second half against San 
Gorgonio with an injured leg.

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Early  Hardships  Not  Discouraging  To  Trackster  Skousen

“ R u n n i n g h a s a l w a y s 
fascinated me.” 

This is the sincere comment of 
John Skousen, who is considered 
to be the best cross country 
runner at Ike and the best 
marathoner in the league.

John started his running career
in 1968 with the Road Runners 
when he was 13 years old. “From 
the 660 in the cougar relays, I 
didn’t do very well,” he said.

After the cougar relays friends 
encouraged John to run the 100 
yd. dash, which he did for about 
four months. He recalls his first 
meet in Redlands. “I took last in 
the 50 yd. dash,” he recalls.

Then he ran the 440 and did 
a little better. Friends again 
urged him to run in a 2 mile 
cross country meet two days 
later. For a 13-year-old, he ran a 
respectable 13.33. With sore legs 
he went back again and again 
improving his time, 13:10, 12:43 
and 12:06. 

“I got so enthused an over-
zealous that every morning I 
would get up at 5:45 and run 5 
miles in the wonderful morning 
air,” he recalls. 

He continued his running in the 
eighth grade, 9 miles, then 14, 
and then 20 in 2:76. “I almost 
died, and I said I’ll never do this 
again,” he remembers. “And then 
two days later I ran 5 miles in the 
morning.”

John doesn’t run on Sundays 
due to his religious convictions. 
“I don’t feel I can honor the 
Sabbath by running on Sunday,” 
he explained.

One marathon (26 miles 385 
yd.), which he had never run 
before, was to be held on Sunday 
early in 1969. John wanted to run 
it but didn’t. But the Saturday 
before the race he ran 104 laps 
around the EHS track — 3 hr. 53 
min. 38 sec. — the first marathon 
on the EHS track! 

A month later the Mission Bay 
Marathon was scheduled and it 
was to be on a Saturday! John 
ran it in 3 hr. 26 min. 43 sec., the 
fourth fastest time in the nation 
for 13-year-olds. At that time 
Mark Ruggles held the national 
record of 3 hrs. 17 min. 30 sec. 
for 13-year-olds.

John kept improving his time 
each time he ran. In May of 1969 
at Palos Verdes, he ran 3:18:39.
