‘Teen  Magazine’  Exposes Witchcraft  Rituals 
It might be happening in a 

forest preserve in suburban 
Chicago, a modern middle-class 
home in Florida, a candlelit 
basement in San Bernardino 
or maybe even here in Rialto! 
Witchcraft is happening now 
— and practically everywhere, 
according to the article in 
the December issue of ‘Teen 
magazine.’

Witchcraft is not just a game 
as many people seem to think. 
Witchcraft is really a religion 
called “Wicca,” which goes back 
to the dawn of time. 

The exact rituals are revered 
secrets, but witches are willing 
to reveal a few basic facts about 
their faith. The body of worship 
is a group called a coven. Under 
the leadership of a High Priest 
and a High Priestess, they 
gather at a meeting place that 
is either indoors or out called 
a Convenstead to form the 
“Magick Circle.” The Circle is 
by tradition 9 ft. in diameter, and 

this limits the number of witches 
in a coven to 13 generally — six 
couples and a High Priestess. 
The witches do come to the 
Circle naked (skyclad, they call 
it) but for spiritual rather than 
sexual reasons. They believe 
that clothes inhibit the power 
that emanates from a person’s 
body and it is this power that is 
channeled into all their “magick.” 
The female witch, however, does 
wear a necklace which is the 
symbol of the Circle of Rebirth 
or Reincarnation, one of the 
major tenants of witchcraft.

W h a t c e r e m o n i e s a r e 
performed depends on the 
occasion. There are 8 major 
Festivals in the Witch Year, 2 
Greater and 4 Lesser. The most 
important is Halloween. These 
ancient festivals coincide with 
spring and autumn equilnoxes, 
summer and winter solistices and 
the breeding season of wild and 
domestic animals. 

In addition to the Festivals, 
covens secretly meet once a 

month when the moon is full to 
pay homage to their goddess.

W i t c h c r a f t i s c u r r e n t l y 
happening al l over . Many 
schools now offer classes, or 
mini-courses, in the occult and 
supernatural. At the University 
of California at Berkeley, Phillip 
Bonewits recently became 
the first graduate to win his 
Bachelor’s Degree in Magic.

At South High School in 
Minneapolis, Minn., 172 students 
rushed to sign up for a course in 
the occult. 

Some occult organizations 
exist within the schools, ranging 
from actual witch covens at some 
colleges to occult clubs in many 
high schools. The Samohi Occult 
Club at Santa Monica High 
School is a highly active group 
that stages regular fund-raising 
drives to buy occult supplies for 
its activities. 

There is also an off-campus 
witchcraft class held at the 
Sorcerer’s Shop in Los Angeles, 
seven Saturday afternoons of 
witchcraft instruction for $35. 

There is white magic and black 
magic. White magic is for the 
good, it can bring love, joy, 
health, and happiness. Black 
magic is evil and most witches 
are against and don’t fool around 
with Black magic because all too 
often the harm — or even death 
comes to THEM. 

With the rise of public interest
in the existence of witchcraft 
has come the opposing rise of 
forces, mostly Morris Cerullo’s 
World Evangelism, Inc. and its 
famous Witchmobile which is 
co-sponsored by Teen Power in 
San Bernardino. The mobile unit 
is a small trailer displaying over 
100 occult items ranging from 
Ouija boards and love potions 

to black magic and it is now 
touring 45 cities nationwide for 
the purpose of educating teens 
about witchcraft and Satanism. 

Members of covens, even in 
this day and age, may drink a 
mixture of dog blood and urine 
or eat human flesh, usually little 
fingers donated by members. 

Covens do not advertise or 
openly solicit members because 
they feel that those who are 
suited to the Craft will find them. 
They do not want curiosity or 
thrill seekers. 

Witchcraft is not child’s play, 
but a philosophy of mind over 
matter, so don’t play around with 
it unless you know what you’re 
doing. 

One witch revealed her favorite 
spell for attracting a lover and so 
here it is: 

“Crumble the dried leaves of 
laurel (which you can pick off 
a laurel bush at the Wishing 
Well Nursery on Foothill) and 
scatter them over live coals. As 
they burn, bring the face of your 
beloved to your mind’s eye and 
say . . . 

‘Laurel leaves, 
Burn in fire, 
Draw to me ... (the person 

you’re putting the spell upon)
My heart’s desire.’”
The spell is really supposed to 

work if you really believe in it. 

Athletes  Continue  To  Break  Records 
How can athletes keep breaking 

their own records year after year? 

The Olympics in Munich last 
summer touched off curiosity 
from physician T.A. Lincoln. He 
analyzed the reasons for never-
ending breaking of previous 
records in track, as well as in all 
other sports.

Among other factors, Dr. 
Lincoln explains, athletes today 
are 6 per cent taller and 13 per 
cent stronger than in the 1920’s. 
Training begins at an earlier age, 
overall, and is more disciplined 
than in the past. 

For example, the marathon (26 
miles 385 yards), Louys Spiridon 
won it in 1896 in 2:58:05. Frank 
Shorter won at Munich in just 
over 2:12. Derek Clayton, current 
world record holder, was clocked 
at a phenomenal 2:08:33, some 
28 per cent below the winning 
time in 1896. 

The modern marathoner has an 
oxygen uptake from the blood 
nearly 50 per cent larger than 
that in a normal active man. The 
marathon runner’s cardiac output 
ranges as high as 34.5 liters per 
minute, contrasted with a normal 
23 liters. The runner’s body 
temperature after the grueling 
26 miles remains constantly 
abouve 104 deg. f. He also loses 
10 pounds or more in weight lost 
through perspiration. 

The modern marathoner’s 
muscles and blood show almost 
no excess of toxic lactic acid 
which builds up when muscles 
burn their energy store without 
the proper amount of oxygen. 

Sprinters, however, quickly 
outrun their oxygen reserve. 
They survive by building a 
tolerance to the lactic acid till 
their shorter races end. 

At any rate, Dr. Lincoln 
expects athletic records to 
continue to improve. Better 
nutrition and medical advances 
will aid in producing better 
physical specimens. Athletes 
will begin to concentrate on their 
specialties at a much earlier age.

But most important , the 
time and discipline required 
to maintain punishing training 
schedules will lead athletes, 
male and female, to find mates 
s y mp a t he t ic to t he i r o w n 
goals. As a result, Dr. Lincoln 
concludes “consciously or 
unconsciously we’ll be breeding 
better athletes.” 

In contrast to these statistics, 
however, faculty athletic director 
Walt Wohlers commented, “this 
week I think the athletes at 
Eisenhower in its first five years 
were bigger and heavier than 
today’s athletes. 

Grasshopper Pie 
Awaken Taste Buds 

Something quick and easy is 
the favorite recipe of one of the 
bachelor teachers on campus.

Mr. Detlef Moeller says his 
favorite recipe is grasshopper 
pie. “It makes my taste buds 
turn somersalts,” he quipped. It 
is an Old German recipe which 
has been handed down from 
generation to generation.

He shares it here with Eagle’s
Eye readers.

Mix for crust: 1½ c. crushed 
chocolate wafers, ½ c. melted 
butter. 

Heat until melted: Refrigerate
until cool the following: 6 oz.

Pour this into the crust and 
garnish top with chocolate 
crumbs.
