$2.5 Million  To Schools 
Rialto schools could receive as much as $2.5 million as 

a result of the recent passage of the Reagan-moretti school 
finance and property tax relief bill by the state senate.

sen. jerry lewis estimated that Rialto’s share of the $1.1 
billion involved in the bill would be $2.5 million. 

“We do not know yet how much the legislature is giving 
to the Rialto school district, but we are the poorest district in 
this area,” mr. albert j. Keegan, ike principal, said this week.

The funds, when they come, mr. Keegan explained, will be 
delivered in five separate phases, not all at the same time.

no matter what type of student you are, he added, “your 
educational opportunity should be about $65 better per student 
next year.”

The $1.1 billion Reagan-moretti bill was sent to Gov. 
Reagan by the senate on dec. 1, just hours before final 
adjournment of the 1972 legislature.

The twice defeated tax shift won senate approval with two 
votes to spare on a 29-10 final roll call after harsh opposition 
to the tax bill failed. 

This bill will boost the state’s share of the cost of local 
schools from the present 32 per cent to 43 per cent next year, 
and to 50 per cent by 1978.

This is brought about by giving local schools the biggest 
single increase in state support in california history—a grand 
total of $561 million next year.
The assembly gave its final approval to Senate Bill 90 on a 

64-8 vote on nov. 29.
