Greene’S GoSpel 
Bombings Preserve Honor


It has been called many names; 
“unprecedented,” “irresponsible,” 
“reprehensible.” Yet the two 
words that probably best describe 
the bombings in north Viet nam 
are “destruction” and total “ruin.” 
as many homes, hospitals and 
other buildings are being blasted 
from existence by B-52’s, many 
innocent people have been left 
without homes, food, or shelter, as 
well as being killed, or wounded 
and maimed for life. 

There are many explanations to 
the situation. mr. harry meader, 
history teacher at eisenhower, 
offered his, saying that President 
nixon’s order for the bombing to 
resume on a massive scale was 
to make north Viet nam “see 
things his way.” 

mr. meader also stated that 
this punitive measure against 
north Viet was to give South 
Viet nam more time. If the 
war making machines are at 

least partially destroyed in the 
north, it will give South Viet 
nam an opportunity to compete 
militarily.

each B-52 bomber, he said, 
can carry up to 20 tons of 
bombs and can destroy an area 
approximately 1½ miles long 
by ½ mile wide. however, after 
the United States has finished 
destroying all of this area, mr. 
nixon has pledge five billion 
dollars to rebuild Viet nam. 

Perhaps another explanation for 
the bombing, is mr. nixon’s will 
that U.S. withdrawal from Viet 
nam will be an honorable one. 
one in which the United States 
does not “lose face.” however, 
it seems this illusion of peace, 
or even victory, with honor is 

leading to more terrorism and 
destruction. 

If this is the case, it is indeed a 
high price to pay for peace; not 
only in money and materials, but 
in lives and perhaps inadvertently 
in “honor.” 

I wrote another article about 
the mazda. 

It doesn’t appear in this issue of 
the eagle’s eye for a very good 
reason: the editors didn’t like it. 

Their reason for not liking it, 
however, is as illogical as pure 
stupidity.

The article was returned to 
me three days after I submitted 
it for printing. With it was a 
letter explaining the reason for 
rejection.

The editor’s reason that since 
no other reporter took the time 
to write about any other car, the 
eagle’s eye could not publish 
two articles about the same car. 
In the editor’s exact words, the 
article could not be published 
until the eagle’s eye had run 
articles on “every other car.” (!)

“a free press is one of this 
country’s major strengths. and 
the right to protect his source of 
information is fundamental to a 
newsman in meeting in full his 
responsibilities to the public he 
serves.” 

This was stated by Governor 
Ronald Reagan last week, and it 
would be difficult to find many 
persons who would disagree with 
the statement. Why then does 
William Farr, reporter for the Los 
angeles Times, sit in jail at this 
very moment?

he was placed in jail 44 days 
ago, with no sentence and at 
this time no date has been set 
for his trial. he was arrested for 
refusing to divulge the sources 
of a news story he wrote during 
the charles manson murder trial 
on the grounds that the First 
amendment permits reporters 
to keep their news sources 
confidential. 

newsmen all over the world 
are alarmed and concerned for 
the freedom to do their jobs. 
So am I, as a reporter here at 
eisenhower for the eagle’s eye. 
although my job is rather trivial 
in comparison to that of mr. 
Farr, I still have the right to go 
out, find information, report on 
it and not tell who gave me the 

by LaURa GoRDon 
information if I chose not always 
trust me and I can know they will 
be reliable. If my source asks that 
I not divulge his or her name, I 
should be able to without the fear 
of being jailed. at this point all 
people - not just journalists - are 
losing their right to a free flow of 
information, vital information. 

Reporters have been called 
cold and disrespectful because 
they seem to lurk behind trees 
and walls waiting for a disaster 
and then ask bold and demanding 
questions. But without these 

questions how can we find out 
what happened and why, not to 
later gossip about, but to let other 
people know and perhaps prevent 
tragedies and mistakes from ever 
happening again.

If reporters today, have to be 
afraid of what might happen to 
them after a story is printed, it is 
the general public that will suffer.

as mr. Farr stated, “I think the 
public is waking up to the fact 
that it is not just a newsman’s 
privilege that is involved.” It’s 
the rights of us all.
